OUR INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

It is among the priorities of our university, besides strengthening our local, regional, and national
connections, to improve, widen, and enrich our international ties.

We have assumed an important role in the European international higher education networks and
organizations. Our university is an active member of the following organizations:

EUA (European University Association)

ICA (Inter-university Consortium for Agricultural and Related Sciences in Europe)

DRC (Danube's Rector Conference).

As a result of our membership in

the ICA our status is highly
acknowledged and respected by
European and North-American
agricultural universities. We
have taken an active role, for .
example, in the IROICA board
within the ICA, which is a
committee consisting of
department leaders of foreign affairs ministries. The main task of IROICA is to harmonize European
agricultural institutions with education and public services.

We have more than 150 university agreements or declarations of intention at the moment with
universities around the world. Most of these agreements pertain to student exchange, strengthening
mutual relations of professors and researchers, exchange of publications, joint organization of
conferences and targeting common research.

The exchange of knowledge is a cornerstone of maintaining relevance in today's rapidly changing social
and technological landscape. For more than a decade we have been exchanging students, and both
academic and administrative staff with our many partner institutions within the ERASMUBragRm

of the European Commission as well as CEEPUS$Central European Exchange Program for University
Studies) and other universities bilaterally in The United Kingdom, Japan and The United States to name
justafew. To facilitate these kinds of cooperative efforts, many of our courses are taughtin English.

The international strategy of the university aims to enrich and improve existing connections as well as
provide a framework for maximizing the productivity of new ones in order to maintain a competitive edge
intoday's ever globalizing higher education community.
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LIFE IN THE YOUTH HOSTELS

As the result of the 2004 institutional improvement plan, Szent Istvan
University has achieved great results in the renewal of existing and
creation of new student housing.

In 2006 our students were able to move into a new, modern and all-
around outstanding dormitory complex in G6dolld with room for 465
residents. In 2007 the
Faculty of Applied Arts
in Jaszberény reopened
a newly renovated
youth hostel for 250
students.

There are 7 student
housing buildings on
the GOodolld campus.
Three of them are new

and two are completely renewed. Students are able to choose from
rooms or apartments with 1, 2, 3 or 4 beds. All of the rooms have their
own bathrooms, and there are also small kitchens, TVs and Internet

access.

Besides the reconstruction of residential rooms, communal space was
also renewed in Go6dolle. These are the rooms for the Rural
Development Specialization Community, Hunter Specializa tion
Community, or the Folk Art Association. There are also 4 completely
new lecture rooms, each with a 40 person capacity. The student housing
complex fosters a healthy lifestyle for its residents. Students have
access to a Wellness Center with a sauna, fithess rooms and gymnastics
and aerobics spaces. Students can also have access to the Katedra
language studio, reading rooms, hairdressers, and bowling lanes within
the buildings. As of today, 1710 students can live in the G6d6lld campus
student housing complex, 250 in Jaszberény, 200 in the Faculty of
Veterinary Sciences (Budapest) and 120 in the Ybl Miklés Faculty of

Architecture (Budapest).
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The monogram or Hungary's'
founding king, Saint Istvan,
can be seen on the
establishment charter of the
Pannonhalma Abbey. This
charter was granted in 1002
after Istvan had been crowned
as the legal King of Hungary.
Although he still encountered
resistance, he began to
organize the state as we know
it today. He created the
institution of the royal
counties, founded two
archbishoprics, 6 or 8
bishoprics and approximately
the same number of
Benedictine abbeys and
various monastaries, one of
which was the Pannonhalma
Abbey.

The letter “U” in the logo is
the symbol of “universitas,”
which is latin for

"corporation" or "community"
and was originally used to
describe associations between
students and teachers,
represents the union or the
totality of the faculties and
the student body. The
negative elements of the letter
“U” in the monogram refer to
the words “Istvan” and
“Egyetem” (University).
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SCIENTIFIC LIBRARIES
— THESAURI OF KNOWLEDGE

“The students of a university have to examine useful sciences not only on the surface, but also if their age
lets them do so deep inside.

Szent Istvan University has a public and professional scientific library. It provides professional information,
traditional as well as electronic documents to all the students, teachers and researchers of the faculties,
and anyone who is simply interested in certain scientific fields. The library is one of the central institutions
of the university life, with its impressive collection of documents and quality services developing in
harmony with the ever changing needs of their users.

The University Library  fessociated sub-libraries working together as a unified professional system

The Kosary Domokos Library and
Archives  serves the three Go6dolld
faculties (Faculty of Economics and Social
Sciences, Faculty of Mechanical
Engineering, Faculty of Agriculture and
Environmental Sciences). This library has
an imposing arched structure, where the
shelves are full of books which are all free
to use. There are about 370,000 units in
the library at the present. It also has some
exceptionally rare museum quality books
dating back to the 16 Eentury. There are
collections handled separately as well,
dealing with the topic of the history of
the University and the history of
professional education.

The Library, Archives and Museum of the Faculty of Veterinary Science is the only professional and
public library of the country in this science
and has more than 85,000 units. The
Magyary-Kossa Historic Professional
Collection has rare copies pertaining to
veterinary history and related studies from
the 16-19" centuries. Artifacts of the past
are shown in the Museum of Veterinary
Science History. The Archives collect
information from as early as 1787 as
valuable historic pieces about the life and
development of the old university.

The Library of the Faculty of Applied

and Professional Arts  (in Jaszberény) has
about 110,000 books. Its most valuable
collection was printed around 1860s and
contains mainly texts related to pedagogy
and textbooks for reference.

The Library of the Ybl Miklés Faculty of Architecture (in Budapest) has 28,000 units. It has a valuable
collection of arts, cultural history and educational history from the 18-19 cefituries. The series of
“Handbuch der Architektur” (1883-1914) is worth mentioning, being not only an outstanding collection

of information about the history of architecture, butits practical usage is incomparable as well.

The Szarvas Faculties' Library ~ (in Szarvas) contains almost 72,000 texts as the library of the two faculties
with great intellectual historical past (the Faculty of Pedagogy, and the Faculty of Water and
Environmental Management).

80% of the holdings is stored on free to use shelves.
